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DR. DOUGLAS W. LEATHERDALE GLOBAL CITIZEN INTERNSHIPS

The Dr. Douglas W. Leatherdale Global Citizen Internships were established in 2005 as a result of a generous gift made to The University of Winnipeg Global College by Dr. Douglas W. Leatherdale, a 1957 graduate of United College and a 2003 Honourary Degree recipient of The University of Winnipeg.  The Internships for Leatherdale Global Scholars are designed to support students who wish to enhance their degree programs with credits they obtain through international studies in Human Rights and Global Studies, including any of the major areas represented by the Institutes of Global College.  The Internships are available to University of Winnipeg students wishing to study abroad in the range of six weeks to three months and also are available to international students to pursue their studies at The University of Winnipeg. 
2012 APPLICATION DEADLINE = MONDAY, FEBRUARY 27, 2012 AT 4 P.M.

Eligibility

Applications must satisfy the following criteria:

· Satisfactory academic performance (B average or higher, GPA 3.00);

· Demonstrated commitment to a community;

· Demonstrated leadership qualities;

· Successful completion of at least 30 credit hours in pursuit of an undergraduate degree. Recipients will likely be in the second or third year of a 4-year or Honours degree program;

· Pursuit of one of the focus areas of the Global College Institutes, verified by an Institute director;

· Proposed program of study or activity in an international institution must be eligible for University of Winnipeg credit. Should recipients wish to participate in an international practicum or work placement, arrangements must be made with a University of Winnipeg academic department to grant degree credit for the practicum;

· Applicants under 25 years of age who elect to self identify are particularly encouraged to apply
Value

· Internships awarded vary from year to year, up to a maximum value of $5,000 each.

Disbursement

One half of the internship will be disbursed upon acceptance of the internship offer being received from the candidate.  The remaining half, less $500, will be disbursed upon proof of expenditure.  Submission of an Internship Report as well as full financial accountability is mandatory for the completion of the program.  The final $500 will be disbursed upon submission and acceptance of the final report and presentation of the report at the Leatherdale Internship Forum.
