It’s little wonder that we’ve made such strides, given our

ability to attract keen students, cutting-edge researchers,

distinguished professors and efficient administrators. Our

exceptional professors and instructors have been recognized

for their excellent work in the classroom as well as their

commitment to the community. Debra Mayer, an instructor

in Early Childhood Education at The University of Winnipeg,

received the 2002 Governor General’s Commemorative 

Medal for the Queen’s Golden Jubilee. The award honours

Mayer’s contribution to the field of child care, both locally

and nationally. Sandra Kirby, Professor and Chair of the

Department of Sociology, recently received a Woman of

Distinction Award for Recreation and Active Living from the

YMCA-YWCA. The award recognizes Kirby’s research into

sexual harassment and abuse in sport, as well as her work in

the community to influence policy and practice.

The faculty’s excellence is an important factor in the excel-

lence achieved by their students. Just ask Ariel Zylberman,

The University of Winnipeg’s most recent Rhodes Scholar.

Zylberman credits the University’s caring and professional

staff with his academic success. Zylberman, a philosophy 

student who has been very active in community work both

on and off campus, is the 28th Rhodes Scholar produced by

UWinnipeg, and the sixth in the last 10 years. Each year,

three of the prestigious scholarships are allotted to the

Canadian prairie provinces. In the last 10 years, 20 per cent

of the spots have gone to University of Winnipeg students – a

remarkable achievement given that UWinnipeg represents

only four per cent of the student population of the region.

Collegiate grad and honours student Kathryn Kinley 

received the Gerrie Hammond Memorial Award of Promise,

in recognition of her academic achievement and work in the

community. Kinley organized the 2003 Embracing Cultures

Project, bringing together more than 200 young people from

across the province to discuss racism.

Meghan Webb and Sean Fitzpatrick, winners of the 2002 

Sir William Stephenson Scholarship are two more examples

of The University of Winnipeg’s excellent students. Webb,
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a biology student, was also one of 25 Canadian women selected

to the National Research Centre’s Women in Engineering and

Science program. As an undergraduate, Fitzpatrick not only

co-authored a published paper, but also pioneered the 

development of a double major in mathematics and physics.

But the success of University of Winnipeg students and staff

isn’t restricted to academic endeavours. In November of

2002, staff had the opportunity to step into the limelight and

demonstrate their talent for the performing and visual arts

at the first ever Class Acts. University of Winnipeg students

also had a chance to shine at the first ever student film 

festival in April 2003.

Awarding credit where credit is due, The University of

Winnipeg honours members of the community for exceptional

contributions through honourary degrees. At Spring

Convocation, an Honorary Doctorate was awarded to Philip

Weiss (Holocaust survivor, businessman, and philanthropist).

A second Honorary Doctorate was bestowed on Mary

Robinson, former President of Ireland, past United Nations

High Commissioner for Human Rights, and current Director

of the Ethical Globalization Initiative.

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A Vibrant Climate For Research
Think about the word “research” and long, lonely hours in 
a lab might be the first image that comes to mind. But at 
The University of Winnipeg, our researchers are part of the 
broader community, have received recognition from some 
of the most prominent research programs in the country,
and their work directly impacts people’s lives.

In the past year, the high calibre of University of Winnipeg

researchers has been widely acknowledged—acknowledgement

that translates into funding for further study. Recently, the

University’s second Canada Research Chair—a prestigious 

7-year, $1.4 million position—was named. Dr. Tom Carter,

Director of The University of Winnipeg’s Institute of Urban

Studies, was recently awarded the Canada Research Chair in

Urban Change and Adaptation. The Chair enables Carter to

continue his examination of the causes of urban decline and

the ability of cities to successfully adapt.

Through its New Opportunities Fund, the Canadian

Foundation for Innovation has awarded two University of

Winnipeg researchers with grants this year. Pauline Pearson

received funding to establish a Clinical Colour Vision

Assessment Laboratory for her research in the diagnoses and

monitoring of visual impairments. Alberto Civetta received a

grant for his study of comparative genomics and solutions to

male infertility.

The Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council has

committed to three years of funding for the Initiative on the

New Economy (INE). A joint project of The University of

Winnipeg, the University of Manitoba, and Brandon

University, INE will explore ways in which traditionally 

disadvantaged communities in rural and northern Manitoba

can achieve greater economic success.

And that promise of permanence includes the

University’s course offerings and scholarship programs,

as well as its physical premises.

The Foundation’s first priority will be the restoration of

Wesley Hall, The University of Winnipeg’s trademark building

which was erected in 1899, slated for completion in 2006.

Funds raised through the Foundation will also be used to

bolster student scholarships and bursaries, and to enhance

programs, facilities, equipment, and technology for the

University, the Library, and The Collegiate.

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Teaching Out
At The University of Winnipeg, we have seen the benefits of
working in concert with others to help nurture an individual’s
potential. And we have also seen the profound impact that
individual can then have on his or her community.

The University of Winnipeg Education Centre (UWEC) is an

off-campus extension of UWinnipeg’s Bachelor of Education

program. UWEC is a 5-year program designed to enable

adults in the inner-city to become elementary teachers.

The program accepts approximately 25 students each 

year—90 per cent of them are women, 70 per cent are 

single parents, and 70 per cent are Aboriginal.

The purpose of the dynamic program is twofold: to provide

educational opportunity to those who might not otherwise

have access to university; and to help improve the quality 

of education in inner-city schools – since the vast majority 

of UWEC graduates go on to teach in disadvantaged 

neighbourhoods. Many also become role models and 

grassroots activists in the community.

While UWEC students are required to meet the same 

standards as those in the University’s traditional B.Ed.

program, they also have extended practical experience 

and receive training on issues of particular importance in

inner-city classrooms.

UWEC’s success is thanks to the program’s partners: Manitoba

Education, Winnipeg School Division #1, community agencies,

parent groups, and school staff members. UWEC is funded

through the Government of Manitoba’s Department of

Education.

The University’s Education department also acts as a

resource to teachers in the field. Researchers like Laura

Sokal are helping educators answer questions with far-reaching

consequences. Why are girls outperforming boys in the 

classroom? And what can teachers do to reach out to their

male students? Sokal’s research provides a starting point

that will help turn the tide. Ken McCluskey’s background as

a psychologist and expertise in working with marginalized

populations makes him a resource that not only provides

answers to today’s teachers, but helps better prepare the

teachers of tomorrow. With an inner-city focus, McCluskey

and his student teachers concentrate on areas where their

work can do the most good.
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Exchange of Ideas
The University of Winnipeg has always been proud to be a
part of Winnipeg’s vibrant downtown and we were pleased to
expand our presence in the neighbourhood even further this
year. In response to increased demand for our Professional
Studies and Information Technology programs, our Division of
Continuing Education (DCE) has opened up at a new address
in the Massey Building.

The Division of Continuing Education at The University of

Winnipeg is conveniently located in Winnipeg’s vibrant

Exchange District. At the heart of Winnipeg’s business 

community, it is also within walking distance of the

University’s main campus. With personalized, relevant 

courses, and convenient and flexible hours, DCE is a 

great choice—for just one refresher course or a complete 

certificate program.

DCE has created an environment that fosters student 

success. Working with business, government, and industry

groups to develop current and relevant training for today’s

workplaces, DCE offers a range of specialized courses. With

programs designed for Aboriginal students, seniors, students

for whom English is a second language, and those seeking

particular skills, DCE serves a wide variety of learners.

For example, in partnership with The League for Human

Rights of B’Nai Brith Canada, DCE has created a unique

program in human rights education and advocacy called

“Taking Action Against Hate” (TAAH). TAAH empowers

members of vulnerable groups that are targeted by hate and

racist activities. It also brings together community leaders,

anti-racism experts, educators, students, law enforcement

personnel, and government representatives to work together

in the struggle against violence, hate, and discrimination.

The University of Winnipeg and the Division of Continuing

Education teamed up with Winipeg Transit to create the large

“uwinnipeg.ca – Education in the heart of the city” advertise-

ment. The ad (see next page) runs on one entire side a

Downtown “Spirit” shuttle.
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Getting Together
Whether on campus, in the neighbourhood, or beyond, The
University of Winnipeg is all about community. Our small
class size, friendly departments, and clubs and special events
create a sense of togetherness within our walls—and we like
to share that warmth with the broader world.

At The University of Winnipeg, we love to engage minds—not

just through books and lessons, but through new experiences,

celebration, and collaboration. This past year, we’ve invited

the community to explore with us. In November 2002, the

University hosted the inaugural Aboriginal Film and Video

Festival, an event designed to educate and inspire, while 

promoting the work of young Aboriginal filmmakers. A joint

production with local Aboriginal organizations, the Festival

attracted student participants from across Manitoba. With

free admission and no fee to enter films, the Festival was

accessible to all.

The University also hosted public events that combined the

arts with political and social issues. A three-day conference

dubbed “The Articulate Rooster” explored the double role of

artists: to give warning on social issues and to help heal a

wounded world. The event brought together leaders in the

arts, social groups, and spiritual communities. Similarly,

the Festive Parliament of the Arts, a festival/conference 

held in May 2003, was an opportunity to exchange ideas 

and examine creative solutions to community challenges.

The free event, attended by high school and university 

students as well as the public, also featured performances 

by local musicians and authors.

Through the creation of the new Learning Commons, The

University of Winnipeg offers public access to state-of-the-art

computers and the internet. The facility, opened in June

2002, is a fully-functional learning centre located in

Centennial Hall. The Commons is funded through the

Manitoba Government’s Community Connections program.

This year, students with visual and learning disabilities

embarked on new paths to learning with enhanced programs

and improved adaptive equipment at the Nathan Micay
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Disability Resource Centre. WindowEyes, a screen reader

that provides voice output and translates text into sound,

allows visually impaired students to surf the web with new

independence. Students with learning disabilities have also

benefited from the Kurzweil 3000, a computer program that

scans text—from textbooks, newspapers, or other sources—

and translates the material into a voice output. This 

state-of-the-art equipment allows students with special

needs to experience more of the freedom and independence

enjoyed by their classmates. This year’s advances were 

made possible by capital funds granted by the Council on

Post-Secondary Education.

In Aboriginal culture, teachings are passed from generation

to generation in a rich tradition of storytelling. Through the

Omushkego Oral History Project, Aboriginal scholar and 

storyteller Louis Bird, The University of Winnipeg's Centre

for Rupert’s Land Studies, and the University’s Library created

a world-class digital archive and website—a permanent

record of Swampy Cree teachings. Made possible through 

the generosity of Canadian Heritage, The University of

Winnipeg, Nishinawbe Aski Nation, the North West

Company, and other community donors, the website and

archive were launched in April 2003.
