ROB walks outside for a 
smoke. He finds DR. ESIBAN there talking to CAROL. They are getting closer. He 
leaves them alone. ERNIE is packing suitcases to get ready for a trip to Las Vegas with 
ANNA and the BABY. He gets a call from ROB who tells him the news. WILSON is 
disgruntled because CAMERON has been cleared of suspicion.
