This map uses data from the City of Winnipeg’s Tree Inventory. The City of
Winnipeg’s Tree Inventory provides a detailed sampling of trees located on public
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Currently, 305,000 trees are detailed in the Tree Inventory, out of an estimated
tree canopy of eight million. The Inventory does not include trees located on
private property, and excludes most trees along river-banks, or within Assiniboine
Park or Assiniboine Forest. The inventoried trees occur primarily on city streets
(boulevards) and in smaller public parks. The Public Works Department estimates
that there are approximately 280,000 trees located on boulevards across the city.
The Tree Inventory details 210,000 trees on boulevards, and 95,000 trees in

This insect is responsible for the destruction of millions of
trees across North America. The EAB has recently been detected within the City
of Winnipeg. Along with the ongoing efforts against Dutch EIm Disease the City of
Winnipeg is faced with a rising challenge to protect its trees. This map uses the
City of Winnipeg’s Tree Inventory to show the ten most common tree species, and
highlight the percentage of trees which are at risk due to the Emerald Ash Borer

and Dutch EIm Disease.
