General Information

Applicants may only be awarded one Undergraduate Student Research Travel  
Grant per fiscal year. Dates are based on date of application, not on date of travel.

Students may only receive two Undergraduate Student Research Travel Grants 
throughout their academic career.

Students must work under the supervision of a tenured or tenure-track faculty 
member with an established research track-record.

Travel must occur after the application is submitted to be eligible.

Eligible expenses include: airfare/transportation, accommodation, and subsistence.
