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Publication Implications

As an author, you have the right to decide in what manner your work is published. You own the rights to your work, unless they are signed away in a publication agreement. Prior to signing any publication agreement, you should consider what rights it is asking you to sign away. You may be limited in how you can use, distribute, and share your own work in the future. Often this is covered by vague language such as “All other copyright interests are granted to the [publisher]” or “Author hereby assigns all right, title and interest in the copyright of the manuscript to [publisher]”. 

Activities that may be limited by publication agreements: 

- Your right to use your work on your own website 

- Your right to share copies of your work with other authors 

- Your right to use the work as the basis for future publications 

- Your right to include your work in an institutional repository or other online site 

- Your right to perform or display your work publicly 

As well as carefully reading the publication agreement to see what rights you are giving away, and what rights you are retaining, you should consider the implications of having your work published in the manner proposed. 

- Your work will be associated with your name, and may be available for future employers to discover. 

- Publishing is often viewed positively by Universities and other academic institutions. 

- Some publishers may not be interested in future derivative works if part or all of the work has previously been published. 

- You may be approached by people interested in working with you in the future. Most of these offers of collaboration are genuine, but be wary of any publisher that wants to charge you for publishing further works. 

- Your decision to publish or not to publish cannot be taken into consideration when marks are assigned in University. 

Publication is an exciting opportunity, but you should make sure you make an informed choice before signing any agreement. 
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Publication Agreement

1. The purpose of this agreement is to record the shared understanding of the Author and Publisher. 

2. The parties to this agreement are ______________________________________________, the Author, and Rhetoric, Writing, and Communications Department, the Publisher. 

3. The Author warrants that the Work, ________________________________________________________, is 

a. The Author’s original creation, and they have the right to grant the rights contained in this Publication Agreement. 

b. The Author has a good faith belief that the publication of this Work does not violate the rights of any other party. 

4. The Author grants the Publisher the non-exclusive right to reproduce, distribute, display, and transmit the Work, in whole or in part. This may include: 

•Inclusion of the Work in a print collection: Rooted in Rhetoric
•Submission of the Work to the University’s digital repository, WinnSpace 

•Publication of the Work on a University affiliated website 

5. The Author and Publisher agree that the Author retains: 

a. the rights to reproduce, to distribute, to publicly perform, and to publicly display the Work in any medium for non-commercial purposes; 

b. the right to prepare derivative works from the Work; and 

c. the right to authorize others to make any non-commercial use of the Work so long as Author receives credit as author and the publication in which the Work has been published is cited as the source of first publication of the Work. For example, Author may post the Work on personal or institutional Web sites and in other open-access digital repositories.
