FOR STUDENTS IN THE DEPARTMENT OF RHETORIC, WRITING, AND COMMUNICATIONS  

This award was established by friends, colleagues, and family to honour Reeh Taylor on the 

occasion of his investiture as a Fellow of The University of Winnipeg. It will provide financial 

support to students in the Department of Rhetoric, Writing, and Communications, to assist 

them with travel and other costs related to academic conferences, symposia, or colloquia.  

 

The Award value will be based on travel/attendance costs, and has a maximum of $800 per 

student.  Students must have a minimum 3.0 major GPA to receive this award. 

 

There are two categories for applicants: 

1. You have been invited to present a paper at a conference, symposia, colloquia, etc. 

2. You would like to attend a conference, symposium, colloquium, etc. for the purpose of 

furthering your knowledge in a particular field.
