The 2016 Colloquium takes place on the campus of the University of Winnipeg. Winnipeg is home to the Hudson’s Bay Company Archives, The Manitoba Museum, and the Winnipeg Art Gallery, as well as the Canadian Museum for Human Rights, the National Research Centre for the Truth and Reconciliation Commission, and the new Upper Fort Garry Heritage Park.  
Wednesday Reception/Registration
This year’s reception will be held at the Hudson’s Bay Company Archives. The HBCA is located at 300 Memorial Blvd., across from the Hudson’s Bay store, from 5:30 to 8:00 pm. Early registration will be set up for guests. The reception is included in the cost of the Full Colloquium.

Thursday/Friday Colloquium

Sessions will be held at the University of Winnipeg. A registration and information table will be set up in the hallway in front of the Eckhardt Gramatte Hall on the third floor between 8:00 and 1030 am. Morning coffee and tea will be available. The Plenary session begins at 9:00 am in Eckhardt Gramatte Hall. The registration table will move to 2M70 prior to the beginning of the sessions. Display tables and poster presentations will be in 2M70 for the duration of the colloquium. 

*Friday Banquet

The Friday banquet will take place at the University of Winnipeg’s Riddell Hall, beginning at 6:30 pm. Bird Nest Frisee Salad, featuring local greenhouse tomatoes, goat cheese and carrot ginger dressing will start the meal. The restaurant specialty, Manitoba Bison Roulade folded with a Wild Mushroom Barley Risotto, covered with Red Wine glace and served with local vegetables, will be the main dish. Dessert features a delicious trio – Callebaut Hazelnut dipped chocolate cake, citrus Turkish Delight, and local beet sorbet.** The cost of the banquet is $75; students can dine for $65.
*The cost of the banquet is not included in the Colloquium registration fees. 
**A vegetarian option will be available at $65, $55 for students.
*Field Trip:

This year, the Saturday field trip will take us on two visits. Get a “behind the display” look at the collections of the Manitoba Museum in the morning, beginning at 9:00 am.  As an added bonus, we are hoping to add a session focusing on material culture. Lunch including soup and sandwiches will be served at the Manitoba Museum. In the afternoon, we will make our way to the Winnipeg Art Gallery for a curator-led tour of Indigenous art. Both tours should be completed by 4:30 pm. The cost of the field trip is $50. 
*The cost of this field trip is not included in the Colloquium Registration fee.
